SIGNIFICANCE OF MEDITATION 

How to Practice Concentration on God Daily 

 

Pujya Radhakrishna Swamiji said: 'One should practise concentration on God 

daily either in the morning or evening at least for 10 minutes. If the mind gets 

into the habit of going with a single form, then it will be easier to merge in a 

single thought. In the beginning the mind is sure to move around. Let it go 

wherever it wants to. When we come to know that the mind has slipped away, 

we must bring it back. We achieve this by practice. The most important thing 

to understand is that the senses should be controlled and the mind should be 

stationed in God. For this, let our eyes see the God's form, let the tongue repeat 

His name, let the ears hear that sound and let the hands do His Bhajan. If this is 

continuously practiced, the mischief of senses decreases and the mind becomes 

calm. If we succeed in this, Japa may not be necessary". 

 

"If the Japa becomes continuous, the form on its own accord is bound to ap-

pear. Then the mind naturally flows towards God. The important thing we have 

to understand is that the body consciousness should vanish. If we think we are 

this body, we are the body only. This is the same as saying that the ego should 

go. When the ego goes, He will come".

SHIRDI SAI BABAõS SERMON 
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(Four Chapters on Shirdi Sai Baba by Dasganu Maharaj)  

The four Chapters are Chapter 31, 32 and 33 from Shri Bhakta Leelamrut and Chapter 57 from Shri 

Sant Kathamrut.  

 

This is in continuation from the last issue.  

 

All people, rich and poor, and married ones, sanyasins and vanaprasthas exist be-

cause of the life force running through them; so do different kinds of animals like 

horses, bulls, jackals, tigers, rhinos, hyenas, dogs, pigs, scorpions, snakes, ants, fleas 

and kites. The same life force runs through all of them. Why, then, do these entities 

look different? Did you ever ponder this, Nana? If you do you will realize that the 

reason lies in their past karma. 

 

The animals are different because of their previous karma, their innate characteris-

tics depending on the species they belong to. Thus, tigers eat flesh and pigs eat excreta while hyenas dig out 

buried bodies and devour them. Kites and vultures feed on rotten bodies while swans eat the tender leaves of 

lotus plants. 

 

Karma, determines not only the species - specific characteristics of animals but also what happens to some 

members of the species as distinct from some others of the species in their life-span. Thus, some tigers are 

lucky to roam free in the forest whereas others are destined to move from door to door at the bidding of their 

gypsy masters, chained and shackled. The dogs kept by the rich sit on soft mattresses while others roam 

about in the streets, lingering around houses for a piece of bread. Some cows are treated to good grains, oil 

cakes and special fodder; some do not get even a straw to nibble and some others have to hang around refuse 

dumps for food.

The 

police officer was talking to the auto drivers nearby sitting in an auto. I went to him and 

told that we left one of the suitcases at auto stand and that is kept in the cabin. The offi-

cer asked that suitcase is yours really? I said yes. Then why did you forget it? He said 

jokingly and said that it sometimes happens. He asked for my name and cell number. 

Verified his records which he has recorded when we left station about one and half 

hours ago, rang from his cell and got convinced that I am the genuine owner of the suit-

case and asked us to take the suitcase. When I thanked him, he said you thank the auto 

driver who deposited the suitcase with him.

The other 
man voluntarily offered Rs. 35/-. This sum was rejected by Baba to the astonishment of all. Shama, who was present, 

asked Baba, "What is this? Both came together, one's Dakshina you accept, the other, though voluntarly paid, you re-

fuse. Why this distinction? Baba replied, "Shama, you know nothing. I take nothing from anybody. The Masjidmayi 

(The presiding Deity of the Masjid) calls for the debt, the donor pays it and becomes free. Have I any home, property 
or family to look after? I require nothing. I am ever free. Debt, enmity and murder have to be atoned for, there is no 

escape". Baba then continued in His characteristic way as follows:- 

 
As first he was poor and took a vow to his God that he would pay his first month's salary if he got an appointment. He 

got one on Rs.15/- p.m. Then he steadily got promotions, from Rs.15/- he got Rs. 30, 60, 100, 200 and ultimately 

Rs.700/- per month. But in his prosperity he forgot clean the vow he took. The force of his karma has driven him here 
and I asked that amount (Rs.15/-) from him as Dakshina. 

 

Sai Ram. God is truth and even if we forget, God / Guru will not forget and will ensure that we fulfill our vows. Sai, the 

benevolent Guru pulled many such people to Him.
