SIGNIFICANCE OF MEDITATION 
How to Practice Concentration on God Daily 

"Divine knowledge can be attained by constant meditation. Meditation is philoso-

phical feast." "Meditation means that mind must get accustomed to the mind itself, 

instead of working elsewhere. Your mind is always wandering hither and thither. 

By meditation, you can regulate it. Concentration is the method of revelation and 

also it is the method of realization. It reveals the nature of the object concentrated 

upon. If you concentrate on Me, 1 will come before you." 

 

"You must realize that all objects in their Universe are external except God. You 

must shut out all external objects and they can be renounced through meditation. 

In meditation, when you concentrate on God, you can develop disinclination for 

the external objects. Attachment to the external object is obstacle to God-

Realization. You must know that there are two sources of knowledge-one is senses 

and the other is Buddhi (Intellect). In between these two, the mind has its (place). 

When you sit in meditation, you must be cautious whether your mind is under the 

influence of senses or Buddhi or both. Senses tempt the mind towards sense ob-

jects, while Buddhi guides the mind to think of the consequences. Generally your 

minds are controlled by both senses and Buddhi. This sort of duality is the obstacle 

for meditation. So you must control your mind by Buddhi rather than by senses. 

You cannot attain perfection in meditation, unless you can have firm resolve to 

reach God."

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SAIõS NEWS FROM TIME MACHINE 
February 25, 1912:    

Madhavrao Deshpande (Shama) left Shirdi to attend Kakasaheb Dixit's son's 

thread-ceremony at Nagpur and Nanasaheb Chandorkar's son's wedding at 

Gwalior. From there accompanied by Appa Kote, he went on a pilgrimage to 

Mathura, Prayag, Ayodhya, Kashi and Gaya. At Gaya Madhavrao saw Baba's pic-

ture at the priest's house and was reminded of Baba's words, "After visiting Kashi 

and Prayag I would be reaching the religious place ahead of Shama." This is one 

another example to let us know how Baba keeps his word by all means, if we show 

Him the love and devotion. 

 

February 22, 1914:   

A Sadhak of Yoga (Swami Ram Baba) visited Shirdi and seeing Baba eating Roti 

with onion got suspicious and disappointed. However Baba proved His power of 

Omniscience by reading his mind and the Sadhak returned highly satisfied and 



SHIRDI SAI BABAõS SERMON 
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(Four Chapters on Shirdi Sai Baba by Dasganu Maharaj)  

The four Chapters are Chapter 31, 32 and 33 from Shri Bhakta Leelamrut and Chapter 57 from Shri Sant Kathamrut.  

 

Wealth is essential but one should not get entangled in it. Do not be a miser. Be generous but not over-

generous. Remember no one will care for you once your wealth is spent. Generosity combined with extrava-

gance is dangerous; avoid it by all means. While giving in charity, consider how suitable is the recipient. 

Ask yourself: "Is he worthy of your help? Is he in real need? and only if the answer is yes, must you give. 

The sick and the disabled are worthy of your charity; so are orphans. All public welfare projects are deserv-

ing of financial help: so are scholars of merit. Try and help, if you can, poor and deserving women in labour. 

 

"There are three types of feedings: mass feeding, regular feeding and occasional feeding. Mass feeding is 

feeding people in thousands. You may do this if you are very wealthy and your intentions good. When you 

mass-feed, you need not differentiate between caste or between good and bad people; all are worthy. Feed-

ing in the name of the Lord also falls in this category. However, you should not undertake some feeding if 

you have to borrow and get into debt. 

 

Regular feeding, on the other hand, calls for discrimination. Only way farers, mendicants, the worthy poor 

among students who live by begging their bread, and the hungry deserve to be fed regularly. "Then there is 

occasional feeding - feeding on occasions like weddings, festivals and the completion of the observance of 

religious vows. On such occasions you may invite your good friends and relations and feed them. These are 

the three types of feeding and the reasons behind them. The same holds good for the offering of clothing as 

well.

I joined the force (Police force) as an ordinary constable in 1911 and rose to the po-

sition of Sub-Inspector in 1930 AD. I met Nagesh Atmaram Samant, who spoke to 

me about Sai Baba. I told him I would go to Shirdi, but for years I did not. In 1940, 

both of us were at Nargam Training School. I had then some misfortunes resulting in 

the loss of my job. I was suspended (from service) on 16-2-1940. I prayed to Baba 

while under suspension. Udhi and Prasad from Shirdi were wanted and sent to me. 

Prasad was received but not Udhi - though Sagun Meru Naik sent both. It is after 

that I received the dismissal order on 28-2-1940. Samant wanted me to go to Shirdi 

unconditionally. I and my son came to on last Ramanavami here (Shirdi) and prayed 

to Baba. We spent only two days here. On my return, at Dadar, I met a constable and 

he said that I was reinstated and posted to Lamington Road. But no such order could 

have been passed then. On 28-4-49, I appealed. On 14-5-1940 the order was passed 

and I was "Reinstated and posted to Lamington Road". Baba's decision had come 

from the constable's mouth two months earlier. I had debts to clear. I prayed to Baba 

and he sent me some money. I am now free from debt and I am well-provided. I 

prayed to Baba only for this state of happy freedom.

She wanted to see Baba alone, fall at His feet and open her heart and pray 

for an issue, but she got no suitable opportunity. Ultimately she requested Shama to intercede with Baba for 

her when He was alone.

He asked her to sit ready with a coconut and joss-sticks on the open courtyard at 

the time of Baba's meals and that when he beckoned to her, she should come up. One day after dinner, 

Shama was rubbing Baba's wet hands with a towel when the latter pinched Shama's cheek.
