
Unnecessary Risk of Negative Criticism 

 

Shri Sai lives in all beings and creatures, whether they may be humans or 

serpents or ants. He is the great wire puller of the world and all beings 

obey his command. Unless he wills it, nobody can do no harm to others. 

The world is dependent on him , and no one is independent. So we 

should definitely love all creatures. 

 

Never criticize any one in the world in a negative manner. If you do not 

like to praise somebody, keep silent. It is very hard and difficult to iden-

tify God in any living form including human. God in His form acts ac-

cording to the role taken on the stage of the world. The role generally 

does not contain supernatural behavior, which makes it harder to recog-

nize. So it is better not to criticize anybody in a negative way. 

 

Whenever a thought arrives in our mind, it has tremendous reaction. It 

sends out vibrations in the universe and we get 1000 times the similar 

reaction in return. For example, when we see a beautiful house in our 

neighborhood we can have two thinking. The first choice (negative) 

could be, "That owner must have earned a lot by taking someone else's 

money and made this expensive house or must have got it from his par-

ents as easy money". The second choice (positive) could be, "That is a 

beautiful house and the owner must by very happy and may he always 

remain happy and get the best out of the house". This thinking vibrates in 

the universe and so it is the individual's choice to make the positive atti-

tude and approach. 

 

Generally what we perceive is our own mental images; hence we misun-

derstand ourselves, and also sometimes we misunderstand others. All that 

this means is that we are bound by our mind. We only imagine what we 

think or presume is correct. Ask this question to yourself. " Who am I to

Within 30 minutes we reached the place. On arrival, the staff took me to the emergency 

cell. I distinctly remember that, lying on the stretcher on way to emergency room, I was 

continuously chanting and remembering Lord Sainath's name. Silently chanting his 

name I may have lapsed into an unconscious state. Within an hour I understand that they 

conducted various tests including catheterization. The tests suggested that there were 

four blocks in the arteries. A conference was held among various doctors and surgeons 

and it was decided that an open heart bypass surgery has to be conducted without delay. 

 

Hospital authorities summoned the anesthetist and within two hours of arriving at the 

hospital the surgery was commenced. I was not aware of anything that was being per-

formed on my physical body. I was gleefully wandering somewhere in the most pleasant 

gardens and lawns in a serene atmosphere. I was aware that 'I' was not alone and Lord 

Sainath was with me'. 

 

It nearly took five hours for the surgeon and his assistants, to complete the task of cut-

ting the veins from my calves and thighs and plant them firmly in place in the arteries. 

The operation was successful. Probably it took another six hours for me to regain my 

consciousness. My wife, it seems was continuously praying Baba for the success of the 

surgery and for my speedy recovery. Her prayers were answered. She was there to give 

me an assuring smile although in tears of joy. 

 

I came to senses all right! But I was trying to find me! I was neither there nor here! It 

took me some time. May be a minute or two, I am not sure! Suddenly I realized that I 

was with Baba, and I was walking down from the inside of his heart back to my bed. I 

was in a state of confusion! I did not for a moment understand why I had to leave Baba 

and that beautiful garden and walk down to this miserable place. I started looking for 

him. I could not find! Then after some time, I concluded that he had walked along with 

me and may have entered my heart! Yes, He is still there! Always there! I am not sure 

when I will have another opportunity roaming those gardens with Him! Why should I 

worry? Let Him decide.  

 

One thing that has entered my heart now after the surgery is not the new veins 'but that' I 

am not alone and Baba is always with me! He loves, provides and protects.

Miraculous powers of Shirdi Sai Baba 

 Extracts from: The Incredible Sai Baba, by Arthur Osborne. 
(In continuation from the last issue) 

 

One devotee, a Parsi woman, wrote: "Other saints forget their bodies and surroundings, and 

then return to them, but Sai Baba was constantly both in and outside the material world. Others 

seem to take pains and make efforts to read the contents of people's minds, or to tell them their 

past history, but with Sai Baba no effort was needed. He was always in the all-knowing state." 

 

Many quaint, amusing and illuminating stories are told about him in the volumes on his life 

and teachings. But for our purposes there are just a few points we might note. One object of 

the fire he kept burning always at the mosque was to provide a ready supply of ash. This he 

called udhi, and used it for many kinds of miraculous purposes, particularly for curing ail-

ments. The miracles he performed cover the full range of siddhis, or supernormal powers, as 

expressed in such spiritual and yogic classics as the Srimad Bhagavata and Patanjali's Yoga 

Sutras. 

 

Many times he proved to his devotees that he knew what they were thinking and saying and 

doing when hundreds of miles away from him. Frequently in crises he appeared wherever he 

was needed, either in his own form or apparently in some other body - a beggar, a hermit, a 

workman, a dog, a cat or something else. There was plentiful evidence that he could project 

himself through space and take any material form he chose. Those who were in the best posi-

tion to know, his nearest disciples, had no doubts whatever on this point. 

Baba gave visions to people, as for instance, the visiting high Brahmin who was dubious about 

going into the Moslem mosque. From outside the mosque the Brahmin saw Sai Baba as the 

God-form he worshipped, Sri Rama. So convincing was this vision of Rama that he rushed in 

and fell at Baba's feet. Other types of miracle include the giving of protection at a distance - 

protection against accident, plague, ill-fortune and imminent death; the granting of issue to 

those who were childless or desired to have a son; appearing to people in dreams with advice 

and help in their problems.

Chavadi Procession  continued 

 

Nanasaheb Nimonkar held the Chhatra (umbrella) with its beautiful pendants which moved in a circle 

with its supporting stick. Bapusaheb Jog washed the feet of Baba in a silver dish and offered 'arghya' 

and worship with due formalities, then besmeared His arms with sandal paste, and offered tambul 

(betel-leaves). Baba sat on the asan (gadi), while Tatya and others kept standing and falling at His 

feet. When Baba sat on the gadi supporting Himself against the bolster, devotees on both sides waved 

chamars and fans. Shama then prepared the chillim and handed it over to Tatyaba who drew a flame 

out of it by his breath and then gave it to Baba. After Baba had His smoke, it was given to Bhagat 

Mhalasapati and then it was passed round to all. Blessed was the inanimate chillim. It had first to un-

dergo many ordeals of penance, such as being treated by pot-makers, dried in the open sun and burnt 

in fire and then it had the good fortune to get the contact of Baba's hand and His kiss.

After this function was over, devotees put garlands of flowers on His neck and gave Him nose-gays 

and bunches of flowers for smelling. Baba who was dispassion or non-attachment incarnate, cared a 

fig for all these necklaces of jewels, and garlands of flowers and other decorations; but out of real love 

to His devotees, He allowed them to have their own way and to please themselves. Finally Bapusaheb 

Jog waved the arati over Baba, observing all formalities, the musical instruments playing their auspi-

cious tunes. When this arati was over, the devotees returned home one by one saluting Baba and tak-

ing His leave. When Tatya Patil, after offering chillim, attar (scent) and rose-water, rose to depart, 

Baba said to him lovingly ï ñGuard Me, go if you like, but return sometimes at night and enquire after 

Me." Replying in the affirmative, Tatyaba left the Chhavadi and went home. Then Baba Himself pre-

pared His bed. He arranged 50 or 60 white chadders one upon another and thus making His bed, went 

to rest.
